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Practically speaking, “spirituality” is not an ever larger gifting of the spirit, as some are prone to think. Neither is it even a perceived
deeper and more intimate understanding of God and God’s will, based on pure knowledge. It is a whole lot more than that. Spirituality is
never a point where “the self” rises ever upward to a point where the “New I” is on the ultimate supreme level, complete with a
supremely high sense of self generated entitlement accompanying “me” where ever “I” go, and what ever ”I” say.

Now, we mere mortals, mortals that we are, would also be very accurate if we noted that people who hold such a mindset-attitude-belief
will effectively come to function as if they command God, and or, in a more diminished sense, wait on God to directly yell them what He
wants them to do. as that God works around them in a world that is principally centered on this “new supreme and exalted central-self”,
the one who is now the new self proclaimed, and functionally seated, as the next great messiah in the long chain of multiple messiahs
which God has purportedly anointed.

So, HOW does this ”Spirituality-Ruach-Pneumatos”        
expand “me” ??

The Koine Greek term for “spirit” is “pneuma”.   It is translated like “ruach”, 
but is also used in the sense of the air-inflated “pneumatic tires” of a car. 
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This is a stick figure of a man 
blowing air into a balloon.

The blowing in of the air 
changes the basic shape of 

the balloon from flat to 
round.

This is called “ruach” action.
This is “spirituality” in a very 

simple illustration, known 
essentially around the world.

Spirituality is 
the ‘breathing 
in’, the giving 
of shape, to 
that which 

already exists, 
but without 

shape, form or 
purpose.
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A very simple answer to start with …..:

Spirituality originally comes from the Hebrew word “ruach” which means wind. It was, and still is, used like
the word ‘breath’ and or the filling up of a balloon with air, giving the latex of the balloon’s exterior a new
dynamic force, one that expands a persons sense of internal structure simply by its presence. Thus spirituality
gives form to all religious encounter, and like the air in the balloon, and it now changes how one sees our own
balloon-soul.

Spirituality uniquely pushes a persons faith from the inside outward to an ever stronger strength and clarity of
perception with all of the necessary beliefs and values that are required in being a fully in-tune, loyal,
harmoniously serving servant, of God. It is basically then a way of life that is expressly defined by God who is
the Supreme Sovereign of that “ruach-wind” inside of us. It develops in the person a true and an “in-tune”
nature within itself through living out all that God has commanded. Anything that is not in-tune with God is
anti-spiritual and is associated with the anti-Christ.

Spirituality is not some mystical or romantic religious experience. It is definable and can be / will be, regularly
demonstrated. As an example, some believe that being able to “speak in tongues” is a sign of a greater
spirituality. This “tongue experience” is not greater spirituality, but it is the devolving of a person into one that
fundamentally serves the person himself and not the Lord God. Spirituality serves God totally ad continuously.
We must learn what spirituality is to be able to present our very own lives as a workman who lives his life, for
God, through his works and who does not use the word in a vain manner, to produce a vain faith.
